We 
have agreed to devote at least two of our pot luck Sundays to clarifying our statement of purpose and the vision that would 
flow from that statement.  Every few years congregations need to revisit these fundamentals and we have been inspired to 
do that now.

Climate change is perhaps the biggest and most challenging environmental issue facing humanity today. December 8th, 2007 
marked an international day of action on climate change. Rallies took place across Canada and across the world to call for 
action to halt climate change. In Guelph, Unitarians helped organize the “Cool the Planet” rally that drew 200 people to St. 
George’s Square in downtown Guelph, including about 20 Unitarians. 
 
“Cool the Planet” was a fun, family-friendly rally with songs, speeches and goodwill. Children’s colourful posters about 
stopping climate change hung around the square. Local activists and singers James Gordon, David Sills and Tannis Slimmon 
sang for the crowd. Many members of the Unitarian youth group joined the gathering. Local media were out in force. Linda 
Reith, President of Unitarian Congregation of Guelph was later quoted in Guelph Now saying, “developing countries are 
facing a climate poverty crisis. They will be the first victims of climate change creating climate refugees.” The Guelph event 
was sponsored by the Council of Canadians, Guelph Urban Forest Friends, Guelph Peace Community, Wellington Water 
Watchers, Guelph Civic League, Canadian Voice of Women for Peace, Guelph Environmental Leadership, and Unitarian 
Congregation of Guelph.  
 
From Albania to Uruguay and 84 countries in between, people came together to on December 8, to take part in the 
International Day of Action for Climate Change. Events ranged from big rallies in capital cities, to student campus actions, to 
local community events, festivals and public meetings. Canadian Unitarians for Social Justice and the Unitarian Service 
Committee of Canada endorsed the day of action.  
 
Demonstrations were held to coincide with the United Nations Climate Change Conference held December 3-14, 2007 in Bali, 
Indonesia. Representatives of over 180 countries met to seek agreement on how to combat climate change. Actions were held on 
every continent, to urge governments to show leadership and take bold action on climate change

Growing up Unitarian .... 
  
When I was asked to write about growing up Unitarian I thought no problem, that  
should be easy. But as I thought about it I realized that I really didn't have any strong  
memories specific to growing up "Unitarian". I remember going to Sunday school  
excited to see my friends, colouring with Mr. Sketch smelly markers, and playing hide 
 and go seek/tag while my parents talked on AND on AND on, but the funny thing was 
 I don't really remember any particular lessons. We did all sorts of neat things from  
writing and performing plays to building the reproductive system out of balloons and  
straws, to visiting other places of faith, but nothing that I saw as specifically "Unitarian".  
I went to church with my parents and was a Unitarian because my parents were Unitarians, 
 until one day when I was about 13 years old I realized that I was a Unitarian.  
 
It was at Unicamp, and like most young UU's I had stopped going to church, but had found a comfortable niche at Unicamp to 
hang out with my friends. There was quite a bit of buzz going around in Unitarian circles as they were working on some 
important document and there were a lot of discussion about what the exact wording should be. Most of these discussions just 
sounded like blah, blah, blah to me. Then one day I had a look at the document and do you know what it was? It was our 7 
principles... 

· The inherent worth and dignity of every person;  
· Justice, equity and compassion in human relations;  
· Acceptance of one another and encouragement to spiritual growth in our congregations;  
· A free and responsible search for truth and meaning;  
· The right of conscience and the use of the democratic process within our congregations and in society at large;  
· The goal of world community with peace, liberty, and justice for all;  
· Respect for the interdependent web of all existence of which we are a part.  

As I read through them I was astonished to see all my personal values and principles that I thought that I had figured out on 
my own there in black and white on paper. Now the question was, did I, in fact, figure them out on my own or had they 
somehow seeped in through all those Sunday mornings and summers at Unicamp? Regardless, it was at that moment I became 
a true UU.

Unicamp’s March Update 
 

Located within the UNESCO Niagara Escarpment 
Biosphere Reserve, Unicamp boasts 50 beautiful, peaceful 
acres of meadows, coniferous and deciduous forests, 
marshes, streams, caves and two beaches on a 5 acre 
spring-fed pond.  Campsites, dorms and cottages are all 
lodging options with meals served daily at the Dining Hall.
