DO YOU BELONG TO THE MEMORIAL SOCIETY OF
GUELPH AND AREA?
HAVE YOU EVER HEARD OF IT ?.

The Memorial Society of Guelph and Area is a non-
profit and non-sectarian information group that works to
encourage pre-planning and easy access to funeral
services at a moderate cost. The Guelph Unitarian
Fellowship was instrumental in its formation. Tamara
Puthon and Perry Cockburn served on the volunteer
Board of Directors for many years.

At the 2005 Biennial meeting the life-tinmembership
fee was raised to $20.00.

The Society negotiates with three funeral homes in
Guelph and two in Fergus. Three plans are offered. Plan
A offers the basic necessities: removal of the body to the
funeral home, provision of a plain box, transporting the
body to the cemetery or crematorium, contacting clergy
and filing necessary papers. Plan B adds a visitation time
at the funeral home and Plan C extends that to
supervision of visitation time, the funeral or memorial
service and the committal service and transportation to
the cemetery. Cemetery and crematorium charges are
extra.

A member fills in a designation form, one copy of which
goes to the funeral director of choice, one to a relative or
friend (maybe one of the UCG chaplains?) and one in
your personal files. This form should be updated
periodically. The UCG Chaplaincy committee suggests
that a list of persons with memberships be on file with
the UCG Caring committee.

We are all living now in the same moment sharing
time and space, transcending all borders and invisible
boundaries. We are all human. We all hope, dream, pray,
and love.

There is only fear, hate and war because we create
them; they do not merely exist on their own. We all
create our own personal realities.

Ignorance is a choice. Happiness is a choice. We as
responsible adults need to set the example and teach qur
children to grow towards a common community of
shared values and beliefs.

We all need to 'clean-up' our own inner wars to end
the outside wars and conflicts amongst ourselves. If we
choose to STOP talking about war* we will stop
thinking about war and we will stop believing in war and
creating war. (*Note: substitute the word 'war' for any
other conflict/problem/issue between any peoples of the
world).

This principle/idea/concept is relevant to all we do in
our lives, therefore...

If we START thinking/talking/believing in love,
trust, faith, peace, we will become love, trust, faith,
peace, happiness or whatever we choose to create our
own realities into.

All men/women -people, who are perceived as 'evil,
bad, unkind', were all once helpless babies like you ang
were. We all started out with the same tools and
ultimately the same dreams. For some, though, along
their way they lost sight of their own existence of reality
We all do it sooner or later, we are all human.

Itis all in how each individual chooses to live their
daily life that really matters during our time shared here
on earth, in our communities, families and societies. And

how we choose to help one another, starting first with
ourselves.

We are all people. We all have a heart and a soul, a
body and a mind, in our own unigue forms, therefore we
all have a say in how we choose to run/manage/decide
our own lives.

We need to always hope for the best we can do and
have the strength and courage to reach higher.

We are all teachers, we are all helpers, we are all
children of someone and we have all come from
somewhere, it's where we all choose to go together into
the future that needs to be our common focus.

It is the inner beauty, the
inner strength of light and love and energy that is the
most powerful tool of all people. Some are simply
unaware or have not yet discovered or realized this
ideology on their own spiritual path through life. We all
learn at our own pace. We need to comfort and support
one another during our travels.

Although we are all individuals on our own separate,
unique journeys, our paths meet often and are essentially
the same path, well travelled by all peoples and creatures
of earth, past, present and future, billions and trillions of
minutiae of particles of light and energy, sometimes
colliding in conflict and sometimes flowing in harmony.
The more often we meet, the more likely we are to create
a strong common bond.

I hope you all see that no matter who we are or where
we go, or even where we have come from, to share peace
and happiness we need to focus on a common goal for a
common future.
